	Content Standards Connection
	This web site has no connection to the content standards.
	This web site provides little correlation to the content standards.
	Information included at the referenced site thoroughly addresses the recommended content standards.
	Emphasis on the standards, benchmarks, and foundation skills that have been identified is clearly observable at the referenced site. Content standard comments provide a "clearer picture" of the focus on the standards.
	
	

	Content Area
	Subject matter in at least one of the core curricular areas is not evident at the referenced site.
	The subject matter at the referenced site vaguely focuses on a curricular area.
	The subject area at the referenced site highly focuses on a curricular area.
	The subject matter is strongly focused on a curricular area and the origin of the content is well documented.
	
	

	Relevance and Appropriateness
	Information on the referenced web site is not grade level appropriate and/or is merely a listing of additional web site links.
	Information on the referenced site is grade level appropriate, however it can not be directly used by students as a part of an integrated lesson.
	Information and outlinks on the referenced web site are appropriate for the indicated grade level (content, vocabulary, interaction, etc.). The site may be directly used by students as a part of a lesson.
	Information and outlinks on the referenced web site are grade level appropriate, are student-centered, and have been evaluated by a reputable source.
	
	

	Bias-free Site Description
	The description of the referenced web site is absent or evaluative in nature.
	The description is not evaluative, but it gives teachers a vague idea of the information that is contained on the referenced site.
	The web site description is not evaluative in nature.  It is concise and gives the classroom teacher an excellent idea of the information contained on the referenced site. 
	There is a balanced presentation of information in the web site's description.  It contains information on the referenced site's subject area content, appropriate-ness for use, and scope.
	
	

	Currency of information
	No date is listed for the creation or the last update of the referenced site.
	A date is listed for the creation or modification of the referenced site, however the information is outdated.
	The referenced web site was recently updated, and contains current information.
	The referenced web site provides evidence that it is frequently or continuously updated.

	Accuracy and Format of Information
	Spelling and/or grammatical errors are evident in the web site preview.
	There are no visible errors, however the text is not well formatted.  
	The text is free of errors, and well formatted.  The origin of the information or the name author is documented at the referenced site. 
	The text is free of errors, and well formatted.  Contact information relative to the author is available at the referenced site

	All or some of the links on the web site preview are not active.
	All of the links are active, however one or more provides incorrect connections.
	All of the links included with the web site preview are active, and provide the necessary connections. 
	Links are active and technical comments (navigation, presentation, etc.) provide additional support for classroom teachers.  
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
